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Leasing Procedures in Hong Kong

Background about HK renting

Apartment sizes are generally smaller than other cities. Majority of apartments are in large building blocks. There are also some low rises, but separate houses are rare. The rental value reflects the exclusivity and market value of a unit. 

New buildings Vs old buildings 

Many new buildings offer nice kitchens, bathrooms, good management and club house facilities, including swimming pool, gym, children’s playground, shuttle bus, etc. Older buildings generally have higher efficiency, larger rooms, higher ceilings, but older kitchen and bathroom (except the landlord keeps a good maintenance) without amenities within the building. 

Leasing Terms 

Period of the lease  

Generally, the term for lease is for 2 years period with a break clause after the first year, by giving 1 or 2 month notice(s) depending on contract signed. The total rental period would therefore be minimum of 13 months. The lease can then be renegotiated. 

Management Fee 

The management fee is charged covers the cost of building maintenance, amenities maintenance and security. Rent could be negotiated either inclusive or exclusive of management fee. 

Government Rate

This is charged by the Land and Valuation department and its 5% of the rent. Rates are charged quarterly. Rent could be negotiated either inclusive or exclusive of government rate. 

Utilities 

Water, Electricity, fixed line telephone, gas bills are pay by the tenant and will be transfer to the tenant’s name. 

Deposit  

Initial Holding Deposit is one month’s rent. On the signing of the formal tenancy agreement, an additional one month’s rent will required as part of the deposit, i.e. a total of 2 months rent will be the deposit payable to the landlord, which would be refund to you directly from the landlord when you vacant the property compliance with the lease signed. One month rent is payable at the first move in date agreed. For exclusive package, management fee and rates payable to the landlord once all the terms are being agreed.
Legal Fee

Legal fee (if necessary) would be paid if the landlord or tenant required service from lawyer they appointed to review their lease. 

Stamp Duty

This is shared by both landlord and the tenant. 

Agency Fee

Both the landlord and the tenant will pay half month of the rent one-off to the agent.
